Oscar, one of the 
school children, tells his parents (non-Christians) about the memory verses 
that he is learning in Spanish and in English. They have gotten curious for a 
Bible “like the school has.”  
 
3- Yaquelin went to Hermana Imelda’s house for the weekend. The electricity 
went out for five hours.  So, instead of watching a movie the children played 
outside; however, they had much more fun playing in the dark than watching 
a movie. Marta and Wagner ate supper with Steve in the park. Steve shared at 
a young adult meeting in the dark too. 
 
4- Steve shared with our children.  We took the 13 very well behaved chil-
dren to see A Night in the Museum. It was in Spanish, which changes the 
famous people’s voices, of course, and blows it for us. 
 
5- Victor brags about having homework this year and tries to out do everyone 
with having homework in more subjects. We celebrated Brandon’s first anni-
versary with us. Steve did errands all day in the city, which is a very exhaust-
ing job for him and place to be. 
 
6- The female English teacher announced to the principal that she is expect-
ing.  So, we are going to need a replacement from June on (HINT!!)  
 
7- This new guard agency has been absolutely awful with sleeping at night, 
letting everyone in even those who do not have permission, and leaving the 
guards on 72 hours straight. I did a lot of teacher supervision. It is hard to ex-
pect the teachers to really know how to teach when they only have a high 
school education. Zucy decided that the first-second-grade teacher could not 

stay. He has no control and the class can spell better than he. We had a stressful day. But every moment Paul’s words 
were presented to us in different ways to be anxious about NOTHING. Being that he was in jail facing life threatening 
trials puts our “traumas” light and makes our hearts wonder why anxiety enters in when our Lord wants to bring us 
peace, aid, and comfort. 
 
8-. Steve went to the market. Steve and I had an in-apartment supper date without children.  
 
9- Happy 10th birthday, Gabriela! I went grocery shopping. Mimi lost a tooth. 
 
10- Gino and Amanda came for a visit. Steve took Marta and Geovany to youth group after eating in the park. 
Geovany was in one of his moods all day. Edgardo has become much more responsible since he came. 
 
11- Marta and I worked on organizing books. Geovany has been going through some things. He and I had a good 
talk. Lupita took a nap because she got tired playing hard. One of the rabbits had more bunnies.  We are up to fifteen. 
In October we were given two:  Mommy (the male) and Daddy (the female). Boy! Do they ever multiply! Rosita gets 
very, very nervous if we talk about eating them, however. 
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12- Steve is doing a study this year in the school and staff devotions on the life of Jesus. He is up to the first miracle. 
Two new teachers began. Victor and I did some grocery shopping. He was a good help. A bee stung Wagner.

18- Brenda and Lupita cleaned and fixed up the rabbit house. Brenda is very creative. Marta went to a friend’s house 
to work on a school project.  
 
19- We picked Marta up. We went to the house four times before anyone was there. 
 
20- Rosita colored with Carlos and Steven. 
 
21- Not much progress on the classroom! Brenda and Andrew were playing with a little mouse. 
 
22- Brenda is struggling in math and language. Steve shared at Bible study. 
 
23- Wagner went home with a friend to work on a project. Zucy met with the coast boys’ parents and told them that 
Caleb and Ludwin were not doing too well in school. Diana met with them too explaining that they have a hard time 
with some things also (but Caleb and Edgardo). The mother had a hard time receiving this. They do not want them to 
loose the opportunity here, however. 
 
24- Five more bunnies were born.  
 
26- Wagner returned. They did not finish their project. Surprising? The first and second graders did a presentation on 
the marimba. I did not feel well during part of the morning. I began a study with my group on the parables.
